Alphabet Poem Criteria Outline
Alphabet Poem Must:

· Begin with the centered title: ABC's of Don'ts
· Have one sentence for each letter of the alphabet
· Have the poem written in 26 lines
· Have each sentence beginning with the word "Never"
· Have each sentence contain a verb, adjective, and noun (all beginning with the proper letter of the alphabet)
· Have complete alliteration used in each sentence
· Example: Never attack an angry alligator.
· Have the first word of the sentence capitalized, as well as a period at the end of the sentence.
· Have words that are descriptive and well thought out
· Have fancy lettering
· Have a border that has alphabet letters inside it and is also coloured
· Have the border outlined in black
· Have nice and neat colouring
· Have effort and attractiveness (neatness and quality)
Note: Adverb use is encouraged (adverb: a word that describes a verb).

· Example: Never aggressively attack an angry alligator.
