· Demonstrate effort and attractiveness (neatness and quality)

· Have your name on the inside top right hand corner

Back Cover of Book Jacket Must:

· Have a title: Praise Comments for The Cay
· Have two handwritten praise comments that have been made by other readers (that YOU have created)

· Have comments that are a minimum of three sentences and include a direct quote from the book
· Have comments that give examples directly from the book 
· Show creativity and imagination

· Have comments written in black Trend pen
