· Have a centered title (title is created by you)

· Be 1 paragraph that is a minimum of 8 sentences long

· Include an introductory sentence (hook)
· Ensure that the paragraph gives information about the field trip (transportation, costs, food, activities…)
· Include appropriate information

· Ensure that the paragraph is interesting, informative, and thorough

· Include descriptive, unique, well thought out language that creates a picture in the reader's mind

· Thoroughly describe the field trip (strong, expressive words and descriptions)
· Be creative, imaginative, and unique, yet reasonable

· Include a concluding sentence

· Demonstrate effort and attractiveness (neatness and quality)

· Have a border that is coloured and outlined in black
· Have a (related) picture that is coloured outlined in black
