· Have one poem written about the winter season

· Have the other poem written about the spring season

· Contain appropriate content (information, words, and details that refer to these two seasons)

· Contain words that are meaningful, descriptive, and well thought out

· Create a specific image in the reader's mind

· Be printed on two separate pieces of paper

· Have picture(s) on each page that represent the image the poem is creating

· Pictures are to be outlined in black

· Have borders that are coloured and/or have a picture in them

· Borders are outlined in black

· Have nice and neat colouring/shading of your border and pictures

· Show effort and attractiveness (neatness and quality)

The Haiku Form

· Is unrhymed

· Has no similes or metaphors

· Is three lines long

· Has 17 syllables in total:

· Line 1 has 5 syllables

· Line 2 has 7 syllables

· Line 3 has 5 syllables

· Is always written in the present tense

· Contains strong visual images – in a few words, the author tries to paint a "word picture"
· Captures a fleeting moment, usually to do with nature or the seasons

· Uses very few words while suggesting a great deal
