Japanese Legend Must:

· Begin with a (centered) title (titles choices are given below)
· Be based on one of the titles given
· Be a minimum of 12 sentences, written in paragraph format (may be more than one paragraph)
· Tell a story (explain the title)
· Be creative and imaginative, though reasonable
· Make sense
· Have a thoroughly described setting
· Have well developed characters
· Have an interesting and engaging plot (that follows a proper plot graph)
· Have a logical conclusion
· Include a border that is coloured (it may have pictures inside it)
· Have the border and pictures outlined in black
· Nice and neat colouring
· Effort and attractiveness (neatness and quality)
Remember:  Legends are like fairy tales or myths.  They explain why something that happens in the present can be related to something that has happened in the past.  

Example:  The earthquakes were once believed to be caused by the shaking of an angry fish beneath Japan.
