Line & Colour Pattern (Part 1)

Criteria Outline
Line & Colour Pattern Criteria:
· Use only straight lines (a ruler must be used – not freehand) to create a design on the page
· Lines are NOT to overlap

· Use the primary colours only (blue, red, and yellow) – there will be no white space, other than the border

· Make your spaced a medium size (see sample)

· The same colour cannot be touching

· Ex. You cannot colour a red space next to a red space…you would have to use blue or yellow

· There must be a white border, that has been outlined in black, around the edge of your assignment

· All lines must be outlined in black (this will be done after all colouring)

· Felts are to be used (bright colours)

· Project is to be glued down on black construction paper

Note: Draw lines and border in using a pencil first.  Then LIGHTLY mark each space with the colour it is going to be (to ensure that the same colour does not touch).  Simply put a Y for yellow, an R for red, and a B for blue.  Remember to erase this letter before you colour the space.  When all colouring is done, then draw the border and the lines in using a black marker.
