Oral Reading Expression Scale

A = Outstanding – Student consistently reads with a clear, expressive voice, making the text more interesting and engaging.
 B = Very Good – The student uses expression in his/her reading much of the time, but may revert to a monotone voice here and there.

C+ = Good – The student will sometimes use expression, but only when the expression is very pronounced in the text.

C = Satisfactory – The student may show a little bit of expression in his/her reading, but for the most part he/she speaks with a monotone voice.

C- = Minimally Acceptable – The student reads in a monotone voice, with no expression at all, the majority of the time.
