Take A Vacation!
An Introduction to the Project:


You are about to take an imaginary trip to a country you have always wanted to visit.  You will be on this vacation for one week (seven days).  The travel time to and from your country does not count as part of the seven days…it is seven FULL days traveling within the country.  Your vacation can be to any country of your choosing.  However, you must choose a country that you have not already studied in depth.  You may choose a country that you and/or your parents have actually visited.  During the vacation you must remain in the country and not cross international borders into another country.  You are expected to visit at least three cities within the country.  You are interested in discovering all that you can about the culture of the country you wish to visit.  You will want to discover the culture by experiencing the way of life of the people of your country, rather than by being an “outside” visitor by staying in international hotels or similar places.  As you plan your trip, remember that you are planning for yourself and one adult.
The Project Assignment:


This project consists of three parts.  There are several components to each area.  Listed below are the activities that will need to be completed.  On the following pages is a more complete explanation of each activity.
1. Plan Your Vacation

a. A specific itinerary
b. A general information guide

c. Map
2.  “Go” on Your Vacation

a. A journal – Minimum of 2 days to be completed
b. Postcards - 2
c. Artifacts/souvenirs – discussed and presented through a video or on paper
d. Photo album – presented via a slideshow or as an actual photo album
3. Welcome Home!
a. Display (of your entire project)
b. Food tasting

*All parts of the project will be put into a simple book format.  This way, students will have a complete, final, polished product which includes everything.

Title Page Criteria

Itinerary Criteria Outline


In order to have an interesting vacation, you will need to find out what the country has to offer.  You are a very inquisitive individual and you will plan your trip so that you can experience and learn as much about the country and its people as you can.  You want to learn about their culture (religion, beliefs, customs, clothing, art, food, history, stories, language, etc.), as well as where you may go for relaxation and fun.

Itinerary Must:

· List all of the places of interest that you wish to see during your trip
· Identify where you will be every day.  Keep in mind that you are there for 7 days and that you need to allow time for traveling from place to place.  
· Include visits (travelling to) at least three different cities within your country
· Indicate where you will be each night of your trip
· Explain how you will be traveling from place to place
· Be written so that the information is easy to read and understand

· Be written so that the information is presented well

· Include accurate and reasonable information 
Some Useful Tips:


You are welcome (and encouraged) to get a pre-made itinerary from the internet or a brochure from a travel agent to use as your own.  If you can find an itinerary on the internet (recommended) you can use it for your travel plans.
Itinerary Must Also:

· Be neat, well organized, and well presented

· Be to the point and well written

· Describe how you are traveling, what you are doing, and where you will be staying

· Allow for traveling time

· Be reasonable

· Include a broad variety of planned activities

· Ensure that a large amount of the country is being explored

· Give evidence of creative thinking

General Information Guide Criteria Outline

General Information Guide Criteria:


There are a number of things that you must find out and/or do before embarking on a vacation.  You need to: 

a) Decide how you will travel to your country (explain all steps from leaving Kelowna to arriving in the city where you will begin your trip).  Go to an airline website and input your information to find flights which will give you all the information you require.  A good choice is Air Canada: http://www.aircanada.com/en/home.html or West Jet: http://www.westjet.com/guest/en/home 
b) Calculate the total cost of the journey, in Canadian dollars (when flying, you will travel coach…not First Class!) for yourself and one adult.
c) You are going to need a passport.  Tell us whether or not you already have one, and if you do have one, what the expiration date is.  Regardless of whether you have a passport or not, in point form, tell us the 4 steps you need to take to acquire a passport, according to the Passport Canada Website. 

***Be sure to include specifics from each step. http://www.ppt.gc.ca/info/
d) Discover if you need any special medical attention before leaving (example: shots, etc.).  If so, what do you need?  Why?  When do you need to get it done?  You can call Interior Health or visit the Public Health Agency of Canada (http://www.phac-aspc.gc.ca/tmp-pmv/index-eng.php) to help you with the answers to these questions.
e) Decide the season of the year in which you will travel.  Why have you picked this time of year?  Explain!

f) Decide on the kind of clothing you will need (list the items in detail, including amounts).  What toiletries will you need and take with you?  What will you take with you in your carry on bag?  Will you need special equipment or items (medication, phone…)?  If so, explain what it is for.
g) Find out if there are any special preparations needed in order to survive in the country (Example:  Is the country politically stable? Is there a Canadian embassy in the country in case you run into difficulties? If so, where is it?  Please give the contact information.)

h) What is the currency used in your country?  What is the exchange rate in Canadian dollars?  How did you find out?  This information can be received from a bank or by using the internet!
You are required to write a page (or more, if needed) that will address all of these things, as well as any other preliminary items that you think are important.  This will be your general information guide.  Information is to be written in paragraphs and divided up in the letters above (Example: A & B are one paragraph, C is one paragraph, D is one paragraph, and so on).  Even if you are NOT required to do something (for example, shots), you still need to recognize that it is not necessary.  ALL parts listed above must be addressed.

Further criteria for your guide include:

· information that is easy to read and understand

· information that is presented well

· information that is reasonable

Maps Criteria Outline


You are required to make a map which you will draw to show where you intend to travel.  This will be done after the preliminary planning and the organization of your itinerary.  You will also show major cities and landmarks, as well as other important features you would find on a map.  I will provide the outline map of the country and then you will fill in the information below.
Paper Map Must Include:

· A title

· A legend
· Should be in a boxed off area that has the title: Legend
· Symbols need to be coloured (and then match the symbol on the map)
· Compass bearings
· The main lines of longitude and latitude which border your country (or the part of the country in which you will travel).  These are to be dotted lines!  
· Needs to be a minimum of two lines of latitude and two lines of longitude

· Horizontal labeling
· Major geographical features (i.e. rivers, lakes, mountains, etc.)
· Label these!
· The towns, cities, and other points of interest that you are visiting, as well as any other major cities (including the capital of the country) 
· Label these!

· The starting point of your tour – INDICATE!
· Your route of travel, along with how you will travel (perhaps a picture to indicate)
· Use arrows to show the direction of travel 
· Labelling of the surrounding countries and/or water

· Appropriate colour coding for the various features that you are showing
· Colouring of your country 
· Colouring of the surrounding countries and/or water (surrounding countries must be  a different colour than the country you are travelling to)
· Symbols that are outlined in black
· Effort and attractiveness

· Accuracy and neatness

*Use different areas of the atlas to help you with developing your map.

*You also will be able to use iPads and laptops to assist you with completing your map.  Some maps to look up are physical (landform) maps, political maps, and geographical maps of your country.
*An additional method of learning about your country, as well as actually seeing it, would be to try using Google Earth.  It not only allows you to see a country's famous landmarks and special features, it also allows you to create a virtual tour of where you are "going" (or have been)!

Journal Criteria Outline


As you travel around your country, you will want to keep a detailed record of the experiences you have.  Record these in a journal.  You will spend time recording significant aspects of your trip; you need to write a minimum of two journal entries.  You will need to use your creativity and imagination to write as if you are really there.  The people you meet and what you do must be described in context with what you have found in your research.  Concentrate on working in as much information about the culture as you can.  Your descriptions should include details about the culture and places visited that are factual, while the circumstances are fictional.  Take your itinerary and expand on it with more information and details (both factual and fictional).
Journal Must Also:

· Have the city you are in on the left-hand corner of the journal

· Have the “Day” in the top center of the journal (ex. Day One)

· Have the date in the top right-hand corner of the page (on each journal)
· Begin with: “Dear Journal,”

· End with: Good-night, your name

· Be a minimum of 12 sentences

· Be neatly done

· Have factual information that you have researched
· Have imaginative details that you have created
· Be interesting and engaging

· Give the reader a good idea about your travel experiences

*Note: Your journal must be an accurate portrayal of what you did, saw, and experienced each day of your vacation.  You are encouraged to use the questions below (from the postcard section) to help you with writing in your journal. 
*Remember: You need to pretend that I know nothing – write in your journal as if I do not have a clue about anything you are discussing!   For example, if you eat a traditional meal of perogies, you must tell me what perogies are.
Consider answering these questions:

· Why did you visit the place of interest?

· What sounds and sights did you experience?

· How did you make yourself understood?

· What were some of the words you understood from their native tongue?

· What food did you eat?

· What experience did you have using the money and making yourself understood?

· What animals did you see in the area?

· What geographic or human-made things did you see?

· Are there any special products made in this area?

· What clothing do the people wear?

· What were their schools like and how did the education of their children compare with your Canadian education?

· What did you do there that was typical for the people of the country?

· Did you attend any festivals, religious ceremonies, holidays, or other special occasions? 

· Describe your experiences!

*Note: These questions serve only as a guide as to the kinds of things you may want to write about.  Do not answer them as you would from a textbook.  “Work” the information from questions such as these into your personalized writing for the postcard.

Postcards Criteria Outline


As you travel through the country you will send at least two people of your choosing a “stamped” postcard.  You will design postcards which depict some significant aspect of your “experience” from the places of interest that you visit.  You will also either design an appropriate stamp, or you may use a computer to print off a stamp from your country, and then colour it in.  You will send a minimum of two cards.  Write on the back of each postcard.  Describe the daily events that you experienced during your trip (remember that you are focusing on the culture of the people of the country).  You will be receiving both an art and a writing mark for each postcard, so be sure to write in detail on the back.
You will have researched each place carefully so that they postcards sound and look authentic.  The information for the postcards can be taken from part of your daily journal.  Consider answering these questions:

· Why did you visit the place of interest?

· What sounds and sights did you experience?

· How did you make yourself understood?

· What were some of the words you understood from their native tongue?

· What food did you eat?

· What experience did you have using the money and making yourself understood?

· What animals did you see in the area?

· What geographic or human-made things did you see?

· Are there any special products made in this area?

· What clothing do the people wear?

· What were their schools like and how did the education of their children compare with your Canadian education?

· What did you do there that was typical for the people of the country?

· Did you attend any festivals, religious ceremonies, holidays, or other special occasions? 

· Describe your experiences!

*Note: These questions serve only as a guide as to the kinds of things you may want to write about.  Do not answer them as you would from a textbook.  “Work” the information from questions such as these into your personalized writing for the postcard.

Postcards Must Also Have:

· Pictures which accurately portray the chosen scene

· Pictures which well represent the country (ex. the Eiffel Tower for France)

· The name of the place on the front (ex. Paris, France), as well as what the picture is 
· Neat handwriting 
· Lots of information about the place and your experiences

· Be sure to sign off (ex. Love, Susie)

· Addresses that are readable (real addresses)
· Address must be complete and filled in properly
· Stamps that are authentic and neatly drawn and coloured (real stamps may be used, or you may print one from the computer and colour it in)

· Pictures that represent what is being written about
· Neat and tidy pictures that have been outlined in black
*Grade organization is the same as for the itinerary.

Artifacts and/or Souvenirs Criteria Outline


While you are traveling around your country you will buy and/or trade articles of interest to bring back to Kelowna to show to your family and friends.  
The things you “collect” (i.e. borrow from home or friends, make yourself, etc.) will be presented as artifacts and/or souvenirs at the end of the project.  Be sure you can explain the significance of each item.  You may include samples of authentic music from your country.  Students are encouraged to make their artifacts.  Examples:  Make a train ticket on the computer, get some sand from the beach, find a stick outside to use as a souvenir from your hike, etc.

  There are two ways you can present your artifacts (choose the way that you prefer to present your information):
1. You can have the artifacts, with tags, on your display table at our celebration.  You will include a tag with a description of where you got the artifact and why it is significant for your country. 

2. You will still have the artifacts on display.  However, instead of presenting the artifacts with written tag that gives the description described above, you can create a video in which you explain the significance of each object.  You will include all the same information as with the written tags, but instead you will verbally describe each artifact on a video.
Artifacts and/or Souvenirs All Must:

· Be authentic

· Be significant

· Have a tag/verbal description giving background information; it must explain: 

· what the artifact is

· where the artifact is from

· why the artifact is significant to your country
· Show evidence of thoughtfulness and resourcefulness

· Relate well to the trip

· You must have a minimum of 5 artifacts

Photo Album Criteria Outline


You need to use pictures to create a visual representation of your trip.  Each picture must have an appropriate caption.  Make the caption sound like you took the picture.  See the information below which will give you the details required for your captions.
There are two ways that you can create your photo album (choose the way that you prefer to present your information):
1. Draw and/or cut out pictures from magazines, newspapers, and/or the Internet which will represent some of the photographs you might take while on vacation.  Put these “photos” in an album.  If you have genuine photographs, you may also include these.  Black and white photocopied pictures are not acceptable – you MUST colour the pictures in.  You can always find pictures on the internet and then print them as photos and put these into your album.  Your written captions will be placed on the page next to your photos.  You can create your own photo album with supplies from the school or go to the Dollar Store and purchase a small album to use.
2. Create a slideshow.  In this case you will find pictures on the internet and put them into your slideshow.  You will need to remember to put captions with your pictures so as to include the necessary information.
Photo Album Must:
· Have a cover page (a simple title page that introduces the album)

· Consist of photos that have been drawn, cut out, be genuine photographs, or have been found on the internet 

· Display photos that show things you “saw” on your trip (Examples: places, events, people)
· Have the photos neatly and carefully organized (the order of the album needs to match with your itinerary)
· Have captions for each picture that demonstrate knowledge about the country
· Have a heading which includes the name of the city and country where the photo is taken, and the name of whatever it is you have photographed (ex. Paris, France: The Eiffel Tower)

· Include the Day of your trip, Example: Day 1, Paris, France: Eiffel Tower
· Have a minimum of 2 sentences about each picture


· The information written may be personal (Example: I was awestruck as I took in the view from the Eiffel Tower.) or informational (Example: The Eiffel Tower is 325 meters high!).

· Have photos that relate to the trip

· There must be a minimum of 10 photos with 10 captions to match photos
*Grade organization for both of these is the same as for the artifacts.
“Taste” the Food and Drink of your Country Criteria Outline

At the end of the project there will be a “Welcome Home” day.  Each “traveler” will bring a small sample of food and/or drink (typical of the country they visited) to school for the evening presentation.  The class and guests will share a small taste of these items.

Food and Drink Taste Testing Must:

· Include a small sample for the whole class

· Be a food or drink that is common to your particular country

*Note: This part of the assignment is not being graded.  However, you are still expected to complete this part of the assignment, if possible.
Welcome Home Display Criteria Outline


Each section of this project will have a separate due date, which will always be announced well in advance.  Once all aspects have been completed, we will share the information guides, itineraries, the map, budgets, journals (sections of them), postcards, artifacts/souvenirs, photo albums, and taste samples on the display day (to be announced).  We will have an evening affair, to which family members will be invited, so that everyone can see your hard work, as well as learn about your exciting vacation!  Your entire project will be displayed in the gym.  This will be set up in the morning and classes in the school, teachers, and other interested individuals will be invited to visit our “Welcome Home Display”.  The class will also perform a few traditional dances from countries around the world for the parents and other family members at the evening display.  For the evening, if possible, you need to dress up in clothing that is typical of your country.
Welcome Home Display Must:
· Include, and clearly display, all parts of the assignment - information guide, itinerary, map, journals, postcards, artifacts/souvenirs, and photo album
· Have a final display project (see options below) to demonstrate learning about the country and your newfound knowledge
· Be neatly organized

· Be colourful and engaging
· See additional sheet (following this one) with display ideas and expectations

*Note: Start looking around now for materials that could be used for the backboard, if this is how you would like to make a final project.  Thin plywood, paneling, or strong cardboard is ideal.  You will need large pieces to make a three sectioned backboard that will have sufficient space.  You can also buy three-sectioned backboards at stores such as Dollar Stores, Wal-Mart, Staples, or Office Depot.  If choosing to purchase a backboard, it is recommended that you do so soon, so that you do not miss out if they sell out.
Take a Vacation Display
Your display must have:

· A title (the name of your country)

· A hand-coloured map showing your route
· A more detailed map from a magazine or from the Internet

· Your Take a Vacation book (title page, general information guide, itinerary, and journals)

· The postcards you made

· Your photo album – though this might be on a computer
· Artifacts and/or souvenirs – description may be on a video on an iPad
· Sample food or drink

· A final project (see options below) which includes information about the country you are travelling to (see ideas listed below)

Ideas for Final Project Display

1. Display board (using a 3-sectioned backboard)
2. Game/board game
3. Amazing Race for your country
4. Taped interview
5. Newscast
6. Brochure 

7. Commercial

8. PowerPoint

9. iMovie

10. Other – please see me if you have another idea for this final part of the project

Regardless of which option you choose, be sure to include:

· Top 3 reasons to visit your country 

· Example: It has a consistently warm, comfortable temperature with good weather, which allows for lots of fun outdoor exploration and experiences.

· Top 5 tourist attractions within your country
· You can present this information in any format you choose

Ideas for information you might want to include:

· The national anthem

· The official language of the country

· Various translations of common words/sayings

· Pictures and/or information on native plants and animals

· Information on:
